Title: Rotary Club of Himalayan Golfers Supports Prosthesis Distribution for Needy Patients

On August 27th, 2025, the Rotary Club of Himalayan Golfers (RCHG), in collaboration with Rotary Club of Patan, the Ability Development Society of Nepal (AdSoN), and The Rose International Fund for Children (TRIFC), successfully organized a meaningful distribution program of artificial prosthesis at Gokarna Forest Resort. The initiative was designed to restore mobility, dignity, and independence for individuals who have lost limbs and have limited access to such life-changing medical support.

During the event, 12 needy patients were provided with high- quality prosthetic limbs, carefully fitted and customized by the technical team. The program was implemented under a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) among the partner organizations, ensuring accountability, quality assurance, and sustained aftercare support for the beneficiaries. The project budget, as outlined in the MoU, covered prosthetic devices, fitting services, counseling, and logistical support. Beneficiaries included underprivileged men and women from rural and marginalized communities, many of whom face significant social and economic challenges due to physical disability.

This initiative is a testament to Rotary’s unwavering commitment to promoting health, dignity, and inclusion, while supporting Rotary’s area of focus: Disease Prevention and Treatment. The distribution has already made an immediate impact, empowering individuals with renewed confidence and improved opportunities for livelihood and participation in their communities.
